Section 7: 13 years and under (Youth Band)
Section 8: 14 & 15 years (Youth Band)
Section 9: 16 years and over (Youth Band)
Section 10: Open section
Section 11: Duet section (Juniors and Beginners only)
Section 12: Open Duet section

With the exception of Sections 10, 11 & 12, players can only enter the section corresponding to
their age on the day of the contest.

There will be Adjudicators "Most Promising Player” awards.

The contest is open to all members of Lions Youth Brass and brass instrument players from
invited schools in the area.

Maximum performance time for Sections 1 to 9 is five minutes (not including warm-up or tuning).
There is no time limit for Sections 10, 11 and 12

An unmarked copy of the chosen piece must be provided for the adjudicator. (A photocopy is
acceptable and copying facilities will be available on the day)

Each player will receive an adjudicators report. The draw will be made in advance and players will
be advised of their draw on arrival.

All players must report to the contest control on arrival.
The adjudicator's decision on all results will be final and will be fully supported by the organisers.

Anyone who misses their performing time will still be allowed to compete at the end of their
section, but not if the next section has started.

First section to start at 10.00am all competitors will be informed of their section start time
before the event.

No entry will be accepted without entry fee. If paying by cheques, please make payable to Lions
Youth Brass. Any Lions Youth Brass members may hand their entry in on a Tuesday night.
